Specimen Tree Planting
· At locations shown trees shall be planted in accordance with the plant schedule. They shall be

sized as Heavy Standard (HS) 12-14cm girth root-balled trees.
· Trees shall be planted in prepared pits sized to accommodate the root-ball c.500mm cu. They

shall be planted slightly proud of the adjacent ground level to allow for settlement and the pits
backfilled with seta aside soil mixed with 25% green compost to PAS100

· Upon completion the base of each tree shall be mulched, and each tree double staked and
tied.

New Hedgerows
· New boundary hedgerow shall be planted at a rate of 7 plants per linear metre in a double

staggered row (300mm apart) in a prepared trench 500 x 450mm depth. The trench shall be
backfilled following planting with the set aside topsoil mixed with 50% green compost to
PAS100. Allow fixing of proprietary rabbit guard / plant shelters if required. Hedgerow plants
shall be as indicated in the plant schedule.

Shrub Planting
· Plants shall be planted in beds prepared and topsoiled to a depth of 450mm. At planting a

slow-release fertiliser shall be applied and mixed with the backfill material that shall comprise
set aside topsoil mixed with 25% green compost to PAS100.
